WATER CONSERVATION

Southern Nevada is one of the driest communities in the country. Many years of
record drought have shown us just how vulnerable our limited water resources
can be. We must all work together to preserve our community’s water supply so
we can meet our future water demands.

It is estimated that over 50% of water used in the City of Henderson is used
outdoors, and the majority of that is used to irrigate outdoor landscaping.

The most effective impact you can make on water conservation is to reduce
outdoor use. One way is to convert water-thirsty natural turf to drought-tolerant
landscaping, which saves 55 gallons of water per square foot per year than grass.

The City's Department of Utility Services has continually worked to be efficient,

sustainable and innovative when
it comes to water conservation.
